SALE EDUCATIONAL FOUNDATION
Since 1909, the Trustees of the foundation have been providing, each year, a limited number of financial AWARDS to students undertaking courses in higher education.  This financial assistance has been made possible by using the income derived from funds acquired over the years from a variety of sources.  As the Sale Educational Foundation is a registered charity it seeks to assist qualifying students who are in most financial need.

Applications for consideration are therefore invited and the following information and conditions should be noted carefully:

1. 
The Awards are restricted to persons who have been resident in the geographical area of the former Borough of Sale (postcode M33) Since 1st January of the year but one preceding the year of application.  
For example, a 
student qualifying for an Award in November 2006 would have to have resided in 
the area from 1st January, 2004.  Should the permanent residence of the student cease to be 
within this area, Trustees may terminate the Award.  
2.
An AWARD takes the form of a single financial payment to a maximum of £1,000 to assist a student undertaking a course of higher education at a University, College or other recognised educational establishment.  Given the crisis in the banking industry however and the consequential affect on the charity’s investments, it may be necessary for the Trustees to reduce this  grant.

3.
A course of study may be in any discipline or subject, but post-graduate study will only be 
considered in the most exceptional circumstances. Should a student embark upon a different 
course or terminate his/her studies after an Award has been made, the Trustees must be informed 
immediately. The student may be required provide yearly written evidence from the educational 
establishment concerned of continuing satisfactory attendance on the course specified.

4.
The allocation of an Award is not affected by the receipt of any Local Authority Grant, but the 
Trustees should be informed of any additional exhibition scholarship or similar financial 
sponsorship received from any source.
5.
The foundation usually receives, each year, many more applications for Awards than it can 
possibly 
satisfy due to the limited amount of investment income.  Therefore, mindful of the foundation’s 
charitable status, when selecting successful students the Trustees will take into account the 
student’s achievements in qualifying exams AND the financial position of the applicant and 
his/her immediate family.  Given that the Foundation is a registered charity, it is unlikely 
therefore 
that the Trustees would be prepared to consider an application where the combined income of the 
applicant’s family is greater than £60,000 per annum.  It follows that Advanced Level and other 
equivalent examination results are an important guide but so is the financial need of the student.
6.
Notwithstanding what has been said in Clause 5 above, at their discretion the Trustees may 
award the “THE FLORENCE BLEAKLEY 
AWARD” to a maximum value of £200 to a student who 
has exhibited particularly outstanding personal qualities, meritorious endeavours, or has overcome 
adverse or difficult domestic circumstances.

7.
The decision of the Trustees as to all questions in regard to the allocation and tenure of Awards 
will be final.

8.
Forms of application may be obtained from the Trustees after 1st March and should be returned 
and completed not later than 30th November.
